The Calgary Regional Partnership (CRP) has been established to
work in cooperative partnerships on common issues to improve the
delivery of municipal services and enhance regional prosperity.
Recognizing the importance of the natural environments upon
which we depend, each member has committed to a shared process
and a willingness to work together.

We have developed a cooperative regional perspective, a regional
vision and an organizational structure. Partnering with Federal and
Provincial Governments, Calgary Economic Development, regional
community futures groups and the private sector is laying the
groundwork for several important economic development
initiatives.
